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3.0 BEFORE INSTALLATION OF HOSEMASTER™ (HM) UNIT

3.1 Location of your HoseMaster

The first step in determining where to install your HM should be finding a suitable place where your HM will fit.
The easiest location would be in a storage bay near your water supply, but you can also place it away from the water supply
area by using a length of water hose routed from the water supply to the HM. Your HM must be mounted in a place which is
protected from the environment. (combustible fuel sentence??)

The HM is capable of being mounted in 3 configurations:

Bottom Mount Configuration Wall Mount Configuration Top Mount Configuration

3.2 Water Hose Exit

Boat: it may be prefer-
able for the water hose

RV: In many coaches the
hose will exit through the

opened storage area or
bay. Another option would
be to have the water hose
exit an access hole on the
bottom of the storage area
or bay. In other cases, the
water hose may exit the
side of the coach through a
new or existing access door

to exit the aft through a
hawse pipe, while in
other applications it may
be necessary to exit the
side. One option also
available would be to
have the water hose
installed in a storage
compartment on the aft

(similar to a fuel door). deck.

See section 4.3 for Adjustment of
the Guide Roller Assembly

e The water input connector (%4” NPT (M)) is on the gear motor side
of the unit.

e Make sure you have room to access this side for installation as
well as maintenance.

e If you are required to mount the unit close to a wall or another
piece of equipment, install a 90 degree elbow on this fitting. Be
sure to use pipe tape when attaching fitting.

e Be sure to use a good reinforced hose from the HM water inlet to
the vessel or coach’s water connection. Make sure the hose is at
least the same size as the HM hose.




4.0 INSTALLATION OF THE HOSEMIASTER

4.1 Mounting the HoseMaster

In general, the HM will be mounted to either the floor or the
roof of the compartment where it will be located.

4.2 Connecting the HoseMaster to Your Water System

Determine where the HM will be mounted

Allow clearance for the HM storage spool to operate
freely without obstruction or interference, and for the
connection of the water hose from your water supply.
Install the HM by using #10 or 14" fasteners, %” long
minimum. (Unspooling the water hose before
mounting the HM can aid installation in tight spaces).
HM-M — Mount using 4 fasteners.

HM-LW — Mount using 6 fasteners. HM—M 4 places

HM —LW 6 places
(Middle, either hole)

To retrofit the HM to your boat/RV:

If you prefer to replace your existing hose with a new one, then route a Iength@@
of drinking safe water hose form the boat/RV water system inlet port to the
HM water connector as described above.

4.3 Guide Roller Assembly Adjustment

Route the existing hose line from the boat water system inlet port to where
you have installed the HM.

Attach the female connector to the %” NPT female connector, located in
the center of the main pulley wheel of the HM. Use pipe tape.

Cut the hose at a suitable length and attach a %2” NPT female connector.

The HM Guide Roller Assembly can be rotated to 3 positions to help with the routing of
the hose.

There are (3) %-20 bolts and lock washers attaching the Guide Roller assembly plate to
the unit. Remove these (3) bolts, rotate the Guide Roller Plate, and re-install all (3) bolts. «=

4.4 Wiring Instructions

The HM comes with (2) 14 gauge wires exiting from the gear motor
cover.
These wires should be connected to the 12 or 24 VDC power
source, depending on unit purchased (see label on unit for

correct voltage).

Connect wire to DC battery as shown below.

IMPORTANT: install a 15amp fuse between the power source
and the units RED power wire. This will prevent damage to

your boat/RV.

Make sure all connections are secure and protected from the

environment.

If you are NOT familiar with the
standards and practices for DC
electrical systems, it is STRONGLY
RECOMMENDED that you contact
a qualified electrician.

5.0 OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

To operate the HM:

PULL OUT the amount of hose required to reach the dockside/
campground water supply bib.

TURN ON the outside water supply to remove any standing water,
then turn OFF.

REMOVE the HM'’s hose cap and inspect gasket.

SCREW THE FEMALE HOSE FITTING into the water supply bib until
leak tight.

e To protect your system use a water pressure regulator
(part# 51564) at docks/campgrounds with high pressures

TURN ON the outside water supply.

When ready to get under way:

TURN OFF outside water supply and release hose pressure by
disconnecting hose from supply.

INSPECT HOSE CAP for contamination; clean if necessary and
screw hose cap onto water hose.

PUSH AND HOLD the HM power switch (black rocker switch).
HM will electrically retrieve the water hose and store it.

When hose has been retracted, RELEASE the push-button power
switch to stop the unit.

6.0 MAINTENANCE

A CAUTION:

Keep the female hose hookup clean
at all times to avoid contamination.
Keep the hose cap installed when-
ever the hose is disconnected from
a water supply bib.

Always disconnect AND fully retract
your water hose BEFORE getting
underway!

Continuing to push power button
after hose is retracted may cause
damage to the motor and will cause
breaker switch to trip - reset before
next use.

The HM was designed for longevity of operation with very little maintenance required.

KEEP EXPOSED PARTS that come into contact with your potable water FREE OF DEBRIS or contaminates.

REPLACE THE HOSE CAP when the water hose is disconnected from a supply source.

CHECK FOR LEAKS in hose and at all fittings/connections.

CHECK TO MAKE SURE NOTHING IS RUBBING or binding in the storage spool.

CHECK ALL WIRING CONNECTIONS, at least once a year, to be sure they are secure and free of corrosion.
APPLY MULTIPURPOSE GREASE TO LEVELWIND screw and nut once a year (only LW units).
